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Penambol Conservation Park

Penambol Conservation Park conserves an important area of remnant vegetation and contains several interesting
geological features, including the Caroline Sinkhole. Excavationsin the sinkholes have revealed evidence of the
original inhabitants, Boandik Peoples, who werelikely to have used the area for shelter.

There are also several educational walking trailsthat provide an insight into the animalsthat livein the park. Follow
the Wombat Walk which passes burrowsthat are hometo the common wombat. The Butterfly Walk providesthe
opportunity to see and learn about some of the local butterflies such asthe splendid ochre butterfly and orange
species butterfly.

An evening walk offersthe best chance of sighting wombats.
